· Baby equipment, including cribs, swings, etc. 
We will not accept for sale:

· Pre-worn undergarments or socks

· Stuffed animals 
· Teething rings/toys (including worn sippy cups, bottles, etc)

· Car seats

· Free restaurant (“McDonalds”) toys

· Recalled items 
· Items that do not meet the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act
· Items with stains, tears, odors, pills, holes, or out of date styles  
· Acceptance of items is the sole discretion of GFWC OJWC.  If your items are not of the preferred quality they will not be sold.
Pricing Guidelines:

· Rule of thumb is 25-30% of original cost

· Price it low if you want it to go!

Kids’ Closet Consignor Terms & Conditions
1. All consignors must return a completed application with tag deposit by September 3, 2010.  You can mail your application & tag deposit to Kids’ Closet C/O GFWC OJWC, PO Box 946, Oconomowoc WI, 53066 or drop it off at one of the designated times (see #5 below) 
2. SUBMIT YOUR APPLICATION ONLINE:  Go to www.ojwc.com to download the consignor application, complete the form and email it to ojwckidscloset@yahoo.com.  Then pay your tag deposit when you pick up your tags/Hangers (see #5 below)
3.  There are 2 levels of consignment available:

Drop & Go:  For a $10 fee, let us do all the work – simply drop off your items during one of the designated drop off times & we will hang & sort your items.  

Self Hang: You do the hanging, and get your deposit returned with your sales check.

· Hanger curved to the left when the garment is facing you
· No wire hangers
· Pants must be on Pant hangers
4. There are 2 types of tags available:

Blue tags: All unsold items will be donated to charity after the sale. 
Grey tags: Unsold items may be picked up following the sale. 
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Pick up your tags & Hangers!! If you are unable to make one of these times – or do not need hangers, please enclose an extra $1 in your fee to cover a portion of the postage to mail your tags.  Tags & Hangers can be picked up at Dr. Martin Luther Church on the following dates:
Tuesday July 6, 2010  4:00p – 6:30p

Tuesday August 3 , 2010 4:00p – 6:30p

Saturday  August 21, 2010  10:00a - 12:00p 

Tuesday September 7, 2010 4:00p – 6:30p

6. Make sure your tags are attached securely! Tags need to be attached to the clothes, not the hangers. Both top & bottom of the tag should have consignor number & price, to ensure you receive credit for all of your tags!  Items not tagged, sized or priced will be considered donations. (A sample tag with format requirements is provided below). 
7. Drop off  your tagged (& hung) items at Dr. Martin Luther Church 
· Saturday, September 11, 2010 10am – 2 pm 
· Sunday,  September 12, 2010 12pm- 4pm
8. For grey tagged items, unsold can be claimed on Saturday September 18 between 12pm & 2pm.  Unclaimed items will be donated. 
9. If you bring in over 50 items, or items totaling more that $100 in value, you will be given 2 tickets to the pre-sale on Thursday September 16.  

10. You will receive 50% of the selling price of your items that sold.  A check for your portion of the sale item, plus your $10 deposit, if you hung your own clothes,  will be mailed to you no later than October 6th, 2010
